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PURPOSE & DIRECTORSHIP
The XE "Pacific Region"  Junior Science & Humanities Symposium Management and Operations provides guidance necessary for successful conduct and supports grades 7-12 European Region Junior Science & Humanities Symposium (E-JSHS)
1. REVISIONS:  

The text is revised periodically to meet changing E-JSHS needs, evolving National Junior Science & Humanities Symposium policy, regional program funding requirements, and changing school management practices.  Initiation of publication changes and updates are the primary responsibility of the Europe Region XE "Pacific Region"  JSHS Director.  

2. USES:

High school and middle school administrators, district superintendents, JSHS coordinators, sponsors, and mentors responsible for program administration use the document to manage the JSHS program.  Students, as well, should use the text when research proposals and papers are written. The text contains information about conducting research projects, writing research reports, and proposals, program deadlines and more.  Project writing guidelines, program application forms, abstract forms, example research paper abstracts, and other research project oriented information are also included.

3. DIRECTORSHIP APPOINTMENT XE "Directors" :  

The E-JSHS Regional Director is appointed with the advice and consent of the regional support institution Department of Defense Dependents Schools Europe Area for the E-JSHS, by the Director, National Junior Science and Humanities Symposium, Academy of Applied Sciences, 24 Warren St., Concord, New Hampshire. 

4. DIRECTORS XE "Directors" :

ADVISORY BOARD
Each JSHS region of the National Junior Science & Humanities Symposium has an advisory board.  Board members are drawn from the school community and military if possible. Advisory Board members are volunteers.  All members are benefactors in the future success of our nation’s youth to make correct evidence based decisions required to solve societies perplexing dilemmas.  The purposes, membership, and membership selection procedures for the JSHS Europe Region XE "Pacific Region"  Advisory Board are:
1. PURPOSES:

A) To provide advice to the Symposium Regional Director regarding matters related to the functioning of the Symposium.

B) To serve as a Symposium design standing committee.

2. BOARD MEETINGS: 

An annual Advisory Board meeting is held in the autumn of each year.

     3. BOARD TERM: The board will have one representative from each district. The terms of service will be three years with staggered term rotations to preserve the continuity. The board member term begins in August. 

PROGRAM OVERVIEW

1. SYMPOSIUM REGIONAL DIRECTOR XE "Directors" : 

The Regional Director is a certified staff member of the Department of Defense Dependents Schools Europe Area.

2. SYMPOSIUM ASSOCIATE & ASSISTANT DIRECTORS XE "Directors" :  

Co- and/or Assistant Program Directors are drawn from the certified staff of schools in Europe.
3. ACTIVITY DESCRIPTION: 

The Europe Region XE "Pacific Region"  JSHS program is a pre-college student research program.  The program includes a symposium of student delegates [grades 7‑12] who have completed research projects in science, technology, engineering or mathematics and have developed a research proposal.  Students who attend the Symposium present research findings to Symposium participants visit research laboratories, attend research lectures. In addition, top placing students in the DoDDS-E Science Championship will attend. 
4. LOCATION XE "Location" : 

Germany
5. TRANSPORTATION XE "Transportation"  ARRANGEMENTS: 

Office of the Director, DoDDS Europe and School Bus Officers

6. STUDENT PARTICIPANTS and SELECTION PROCESS:

All DoDEA students in grades 7-12 are allowed to submit their research for review. Selection will be based upon the quality of the student work as determined by a blind review conducted by a panel of content area professionals.  Only US citizens in grades 9-12 are eligible to attend and/or compete at the JSHS Nationals.  

7. SYMPOSIUM MEETING DATES: 

Annually before the National Symposium. 

8. PROGRAM FUNDING XE "Program funding" : 

The Symposium operates under a grant from the Academy of Applied Sciences, Concord, NH, the Army Research Office, Research Triangle Park, Raleigh, NC, the U.S. Naval Research Office, and the U.S. Air Force Research Office.  The Department of Defense Dependents Schools Europe Area provides additional symposium funds.
A) Attending Faculty: Attending faculty members on orders are required to pay a $400.00 US cash fee upon registration at the Symposium. This fee is reimbursable via the travel voucher claim. 

All faculty participants are required to attend the entire symposium including all events and sessions. 

Attending Faculty who Act as Chaperones: Faculty attending as student chaperones are required to: 

· Assure that students attend all sessions and events
· Assure that students do not leave the premises unchaperoned (parents are not considered official chaperones)
· Only official chaperones can accompany students on study trips
· Conduct a bed check at curfew
· Inspect rooms upon checkout and return key
· Follow all DoDDS-E chaperone rules and requirements
B) Participating Students: All attending students will pay a $100.00 US cash fee upon registration at the symposium. All student participants are required to attend the entire symposium including all events and sessions.  
9.    SYMPOSIUM OBJECTIVES XE "Objectives" : 

The objectives of the Europe Region XE "Pacific Region"  Junior Science & Humanities Program are to:

A) To promote research and experimentation in the sciences, technology, engineering, and mathematics (STEM) at the secondary level. 

B) To recognize the significance of research in human affairs and the importance of humane and ethical principles in the application of research results. 

C) To search out talented youth and their teachers, recognize their accomplishments at symposia, and encourage their continued interest and participation in the sciences, mathematics, and engineering. 

D) To expand the horizons of research-oriented students by exposing them to opportunities in the academic, industrial, and governmental communities. 

E) To increase the number of future adults capable of conducting research and development. 

PROGRAM DESCRIPTION XE "Program Description" 
Students, who have successfully completed research projects, have written and submitted research project papers, or have written and submitted acceptable research proposals, are invited to attend the European Regional Symposium.  During the Symposium all students present the results of their research to other students, visit science research institutes, attend cultural events, and participate in other science and cultural activities. 

A substantial part of the Symposium is devoted to formal student presentations about completed research. Five top high school DoDDS-Europe Regional student researchers are selected as a result of the formal judging process.  In late April or early May, the five top students travel to the United States as Regional Delegates to the National Junior Science & Humanities Symposium. 

The attending Regional Delegates are chosen as follows: the top four Oral Presenters and the top Poster Presenter. The top two oral presenters will present at the JSHS National Symposium.  The top Oral Presenters at the National JSHS will compete for an opportunity to attend the International Youth Science Forum, held in London, UK, during the following summer.  The Forum is a gathering of student science researchers from as many as 60 nations around the globe. 

All attendees to the National JSHS must be US Citizens. European Regional XE "Pacific Region"  top three Oral Presenters who are U.S. citizens are awarded a college scholarship from the Academy of Applied Sciences (AAS).

Oral Presentation Judging Guidelines: Participants will be judged following the National Science Symposium Judging Guidelines. The judging form and procedures are the same as the National JSHS. Due to developmental differences; however, the time requirements for oral presentations will vary slightly between middle school and high school. These variations are listed below.

Senior: 12 minute presentation and 6 minute questioning period

Junior: 10 minute presentation and 5 minute questioning period

In order to conform to the national standards, the judges will use the following criteria when judging:

1) Oral presentations are evaluated using the National JSHS score sheet. The judges will discuss their scores and collaborate to determine top placing students. The judges decisions are final. 

2) Prior to each presentation, judges are to review the abstract. After the presentation, there is a short period of questions.  Judges have priority for questions.  After the question session is over, judges will score and total their score sheet. 

CHAPTER SEVENTEEN 

ROLE OF

1) SESSION MODERATOR: The following details the role of the moderators.

· Moderates oral presentations.

· Introduces the student and the school name to the audience. 

· Announces when the presentation time limit has been reached.

· The presenter is instructed to repeat each question from the audience before providing an answer as follows: The question was........

· Recognizes questions from the audience.

2)  TIME KEEPER. The following details the role of the timekeeper. 

· Keeps time for the following:

· The length of the oral presentations

· Cues moderator for 2 minute warning

· The length of the questioning period

· The length of the 2 minute recess period between oral presentations

3) DOOR KEEPER: The following details the role of the doorkeeper.
· Closes door when the presentation is supposed to begin

· Opens the door when the presentation ends

· Prevents people from entering after the presentation begins

STUDENT GUIDANCE  XE "Poster Sessions" 
1) WHO PARTICIPATES:  All students not scheduled to make formal oral presentations are expected to present the results of their research during the poster session.

2) POSTERS:  Posters summarize the research study.  Posters must adhere to the following guidelines.

A) Size:  Posters must be no larger than one meter by one meter and they must lay flat.  Science fair poster stands are not acceptable.
B) Composition: A poster should summarize a research project, showing, in the most vivid way possible, the important aspects of a project or proposal. They should include:

	AREA

	Title: XE "Title"  Research Project Title.

	Author:  Researcher's Name

	Methods. Research methods used during the project should be included.

	Results XE "Results" . Results should be presented using photographs, Figures, Tables,

and a minimum of text. Research proposal writers should include their 

expected results.

	Abstract 200 words, 12 font, Times New Roman

	Conclusions. XE "Conclusions"   The conclusion(s) should be related to the project findings.


The amount of verbiage used on the poster should be limited and written in clear, correct, Standard English and in font size that can be easily read from 6 to 8 feet.

C) Crowding:  Constructing posters that are crowded with too much information must be avoided. It is impossible to force all possible information about a research project on one poster.

3) EVALUATION: Each poster and student presenter will be scored by three judges.  

4) EXPECTATIONS:  Students are expected to stay with their poster for the entire judging session. Students are expected to make a presentation that verbally articulates their research findings.
